But now 
in the loving care of the Salesian sisters, they have a safe, stable 
life.  No girl in need is ever turned away at the orphanage – that’s 
why they are sleeping on the floor!

Poetic Insights  
into Economic Matters 

        
 “Formal economists will scoff, but poets often see realities the bean counters fail  to recognize.” 

  -William Greider, “Fixing the Fed” The Nation, 03/30/09  
 
The initial inspiration for this topic comes from the article cited above in which William Greider 
extols the work of Jane D’Arista, an economist who identified emerging systemic disorders in 
domestic and international finance, developed a detailed critique of the Federal Reserve, and 
posited an agenda for monetary reform. In listing her credentials, Mr. Greider added that Ms. 
D’Arista is also a published poet. 

Could her poetic insights have contributed to her work in economics as Greider suggests? It 
should be noted that Greider is no slouch in the economic areas that he praises D’Arista, having 
written a seminal work on the Federal Reserve, as well as assessment of the current financial 
crisis, “Come Home America” (2009)  

The theme was solidified with the discovery of Margaret Atwood’s latest book, “PAYBACK: Debt 
and the Shadow Side of Wealth” (2008). One might ask what would Margaret Atwood, a 
celebrated novelist and poet have to say about economic matters? In his enthusiastic review of 
Atwood’s “Payback” in the New York Review of Books (April 9, 2009) John Gray amplifies:  

“Atwood  examines the role of ideas of debt in religion, literature, and society; she 
discusses the nature of sin, the structure of plot in fiction, the practice of revenge, and 
the ecological payback that occurs when human beings take from the planet more than 
they return. Atwood has combined rigorous analysis, wide-ranging erudition, and a 
beguilingly playful imagination to produce the most probing and thought stirring 
commentary on the financial crisis to date.”  

Our July meeting will begin with a brief presentation from D’Arista and Greider as prelude to 
discussion of Atwood’s ‘Payback.” Atwood’s book particularly lends itself to participatory 
discussion. All are urged to read the book in advance. Each chapter is a little world in itself, and in 
all comprising a broad range of interests;  i.e., Ancient Balances, Debt & Sin, Debt as Plot (in 
literature), The Shadow Side, (nastier forms of debt account balancing) and Payback. Ms. Gloria 
Duday will lead the discussion. Please feel free to bring your favorite poem or scripture passage 
pertaining to debt and money.

Love and Lure of Language Motivates Lawyer-Poet “...there is still some 
mystery, even a sense of wonderment, at the idea of a person both poet 
and lawyer. We may find that the poet, like the lawyer, sees the world in 
a nuanced way that demands it be addressed with a special language, 
language that calls attention to itself and sets itself apart by form, 
rhythm, and practice. Both poetry and law are acquired tastes, all the 
more surprising, to have such tastes acquired by a single 
person.”

 The life of a judge is perhaps one of the most interesting and energizing vocations to which a 
lawyer can dedicate his or her life. It is also one of the most exacting. Judge Wolfson received his LL.B. 
from the University of Illinois in 1957. After eighteen years of criminal defense practice, he was appointed 
to the Circuit Court of Cook County in 1975 and elected to that position in 1976. He was assigned to the 
Illinois Appellate Court on December 1, 1994, where he now serves. Judge Wolfson, co-author of TRIAL 
EVIDENCE, 2d ed., and MATERIALS IN TRIAL ADVOCACY, 5th ed., has been director of the Trial Advocacy 
program at Chicago-Kent since 1971. He taught trial advocacy at The University of Chicago Law School 
from January 1985 to May 2000 and has taught and lectured for the National Institute for Trial Advocacy. 
He currently teaches an Advanced Evidence Seminar at Chicago-Kent.  
 Aside from his duties as an appellate judge, he writes and teaches evidence law, but still manages 
to save time for poetry. Ultimately lawyers are writers - It's a love of words, of language.  
 His first published poems, "Eleventh Floor Lies" and "Misplaced Blame," were published in Rattle. 
Additionally, Judge Wolfson’s poems also appear in The Legal Studies Forum and The Rockford Review. 
His poetry spans his work as a judge to his love of baseball. Judge Wolfson will read a selection of his 
poems and invite comments and reflection.  Please join us for a lively presentation and discussion!

Still, I accept the lies. We must 
get on with it. Cases are called 
and I decide them. Someone wins 
and someone loses. The number of people 
in the courtroom remains the same, 
but the faces change. 
 
The lies are lost, replaced by other lies.  
We pretend and we proceed. People leave  
with more or less of something.  
Decisions require words. At times  
I look up from papers, to the wall. 
On the wall I see:  In God We Trust.
