During his visit last year, Pope Benedict XVI called upon us to “be the first friend of all who 
suffer” by “casting the light of Christ upon the world.” This year’s Peter’s Pence Collection theme 
certainly echoes the Holy Father’s call to action for the Church in the United States.
