Meet  the Pastoral Council of  
Immaculate Conception and St. Joseph Parishes 

 The concept of a Parish Pastoral Council emerged from the ecclesiological principles of the Second 
Vatican Council. Documents issued by the Council stressed the need for church structures consistent with 
the Council’s emphasis on the church as the People of God. To ensure the expanding role of the laity 
within parishes, structures were needed to facilitate new levels of cooperation between the clergy and the 
laity in sharing responsibility for the mission of the church.  
 The Pastoral Council of Immaculate Conception and St. Joseph Parishes, consisting of ten lay 
members, is the primary advisory and consultative body to the pastor which collaborates with him on 
matters of pastoral concern. The members advise and offer opinions as well as work on long-range 
planning and evaluate and support the activities of the parish. The council meets monthly.  
The Pastoral Council is a ministry of leadership and service. The members are selected from a list of 
names submitted to the pastor. The selection process attempts to balance the council in terms of age, 
gender and interests. Each week, for the next several weeks one of the members of the Parish  Pastoral 
Council will be introduced. Vice-Chairperson, Mary Prendergast is featured this week.
